Pieces Play an arbitrary piece from F.Kuhlau:6 Divertissements Op.68.
Also as for No.1, cut B (21st measure) ~11th measure and play G sound of the first beat of 32th measure two octaves low.
As for No.6, cut 57th measure to 75th measure, play to 158th measure.
The organizer will stop the performance which goes over the given time, however it will not affect the judgement.
Use Peters version score, and playing by ear and repetition are not necessary.

Chose and play one piece from four pieces below.
The organizer will stop the performance which goes over the given time, however it will not affect the judgement.
For the performance of the selected piece, playing by ear and repetition are not necessary and
the score of any publisher can be used.

Third Preliminary
Select one piece each from Group A and B below, and play them within 25 minutes including entrance, exit and tuning.
Repetition is arbitrary. Also for performance of the selected piece, playing from memory is not needed.
The score of any publisher can be used.
Since exceeding given time will affect the result of judgement, do not exceed the specified time.

Final

Play an arbitrary piece over 35 minutes and within 40 minutes including entrance, exit and tuning.
However, one contemporary piece being published which was composed after 1945 must be included.
(Although a piccolo, an alto flute and a buss flute are allowed to use, audio equipment such as microphones,
speakers and so on are not allowed.)

Must not choose the same piece as in the first, the second and the third preliminary contest.

Since exceeding given time will affect the result of judgement, do not exceed the specified time.

Remarks - The order of performance shall be determined by the organizers drawing.

+ All rights for photos, recording, videos, broadcasting, etc. of performances presented in the competition belong to the organizer.

+ The result of each preliminary round will be announced on the spot after the judgment. The announcement of the result of the final
will be made at the award ceremony.
